THE DAVIS CHALLENGE

Kathryn Davis ‘32 meets
with Davis Projects for
Peace recipients in the
Soros Room at International

House

wenty years after funding an extensive renovation of what
Tvvould become Kathryn and Shelby Cullom Davis Hall, alumna
Kathryn W. Davis '32 came forward in 2008 with a two-to-one
matching challenge to enhance and maintain the crown jewel of
public spaces at International House, and the site of its most

celebrated programs.

Under the terms of the Davis Challenge, approved by the
International House Board of Trustee last year, Mrs. Davis - at
age 102 - agreed to give the House $2 million over four years if
the House could raise $1 million over the same period in new and
increased gifts to the Annual Fund.

Of the $2 million gift from Mrs. Davis, $1.6 million would be devot-
ed to a major renovation of Davis Hall, $300,000 to endow a fund
to sustain ongoing maintenance and technological improvements,
and $100,000 to endow a fund to enhance delivery of programs
with an emphasis on the future implementation of Davis Projects
for Peace.

Since its dedication in November, 1989, Davis Hall has been

the re-invigorated hub of social, cultural and intellectual life of
International House. In this historic space - designed accord-
ing to the wishes of Abby Aldrich Rockefeller and refurbished by
Robert A.M. Stern - residents have dined and interacted at scores
of Sunday Suppers, experienced colorful Fall Fiestas and Cultural
Nights, and heard first-hand from distinguished figures of world
renown.

Nearly 20 years of heavy usage have had an impact on the audito-
rium, and numerous items not addressed in the 1989 renovation -
including roof replacement and other structural imperatives - now
require attention. At the same time, |-House needs to make sure
the facility meets the technological needs of the 21st century and
is maintained to the highest standards. The match will provide
additional funding which can be utilized to support programming
specific to Davis Hall, as well as addressing other needs in our
operating and capital budgets.

The Davis Challenge has been organized on a calendar year basis,
and International House received the first $500,000 installment

from Mrs. Davis near the end of 2008 following a generous gift by
Honorary Trustee Abby M. O'Neill to meet the requirements of the
challenge in its first year. For calendar year 2009, the House suc-
cessfully raised an additional $250,000 in new and increased gifts.

Mrs. Davis and her late husband, Ambassador Shelby Cullom
Davis, both lived at I-House while attending Columbia University in
1931-32. Ambassador Davis served on the Board of Trustees from
1975 until his death in 1993, and chaired its Investment Committee
for many years.

A philanthropist dedicated to finding new ways to advance world
peace, Mrs. Davis was a recipient of the Harry Edmonds Award,
International House's highest honor, in 1995. She celebrated her
100th birthday on February 1st, 2007, by committing $1 million to
the Davis Projects for Peace, to encourage young people to find
creative ways to promote a more peaceful world. Later that year,
Mrs. Davis decided to extend the program to graduate students at
I-Houses Worldwide, overseen by I-House, New York.

“This act of generosity burnishes the already considerable legacy
of Kathryn and Shelby Cullom Davis at International House,” said
Don Cuneo. “It will positively impact the lives of residents who
will be launched as enthusiastic world citizens in generations to
come.”
